a. Lift out the wall mount and separate the sections by removing the 4x No8 x 9.5mm pan head screws completely.
Offer the wall mount chassis to the pencil mark, drill 4 holes central to the fixing slot on the back face of the wall mount
chassis using a suitable 6mm drill bit - place the wall plugs in these holes and clean area.

b. Apply silicon sealant to the area behind the wall mount chassis between the tray and the tiles and 200mm up the
wall central to the width of the wall mount chassis and fasten using the No8 x 32mm pan head screws provided.

C. Apply a bead of silicon sealant to the inside joint between the wall mount chassis and tray bracket up to the joint
where the tray bracket meets the tray glass extrusion

d. Replace the inner wall mount section to the wall mount chassis (a), plumb for upright (d) and fasten with the

4x No8 x 9.5mm pan head screws.

a. Disassemble the Side Panel Wall Mount Chassis enabling it to be fastened to the wall prior to fitting the Side Panel.
Lift off the Side Panel Wall Mount Cover Strip and remove the 4x No8 x 9.5mm pan head screws completely.

b. Line up the Side Panel Wall Mount Chassis to the pre-assembled Corner Tray Bracket — this should be approx
11mm from the outside edge of the tray to the outside edge of the Wall Mount Chassis. Plumb for upright and mark with
a pencil. Offer the wall mount chassis to the pencil mark, drill 5 holes central to the fixing slot on the back face of the
wall mount chassis using a suitable 6mm drill bit - place the wall plugs in these holes.

C. Apply silicon sealant to the area behind the wall mount chassis between the tray and the tiles and 100mm up the
wall central to the width of the wall mount chassis and fasten using the No8 x 32mm pan head screws provided.

d. Apply a bead of silicon sealant to the inside joint between the wall mount chassis and tray bracket.

a. Carefully line up the Side Panel to the fixed wall mount chassis, tray foot and internal wall of the tray - slot into place
and fasten the 4x No8 x 9.5mm pan head screws removed from Stage 3.

b. Screw the M4 x 20 Hexagon Socket Button Head Screw from the Side Panel Kit of Parts through the location slot of
the white, side panel extrusion - and into the shower tray fitting, locking side panel in place.

This stage describes the Fixed Panel installation.

a. As a guide, temporarily fit the Entrance Infill to set the entrance width between the Side Panel & Fixed Panel, allow
a 2mm gap between the entrance infill and fixed panel for fitting the vertical seals. Carefully offer the fixed panel into
the respective wall mount, gently slide each panel down into glass groove in the tray and finally push the glass panel
home into the wall mount evenly from top to bottom.

b. Before fitting the vertical seal apply a small bead of silicon sealant on the end face of the glass panel down in the
depth of tray groove. Fit the notched end of the seal down into the tray groove and onto the edge of the glass

panel - the inside leg of the vertical seal should meet the tray.

Finally fit the Entrance Infill into the threshold of the tray - butted up to the vertical seal. The opposite end of the infill
should be flush with the end of the white tray track/glass groove.

C. Push fit the Top Glass Clamps (in kit of parts) onto the top edges and corners of the glass panel.

C. Peel off the paper backing of the Bracket Face Plate and stick to the outside face of the glass, ensuring the black
plastic Glass Protector is in position over the threaded boss before final positioning.

This stage describes the fitting of the Top Track.

a. At this stage carefully peel off the paper backing of the remaining top track bracket plate by gently easing the
assembly apart in this area (e.). Then re-align assembly, sticking bracket to glass - ensuring both parts of bracket align.

b. Secure bracket firmly together using the countersunk screw from disassembly stage (6b). Then carefully fasten the
M4 x10 Pozi-Drive Countersunk Screw for the Kit of Parts to finally secure both bracket plates together - the threaded
hole for this screw is recessed in the glass channel of the top track. Use a long pozi-drive screwdriver to enable this.
C. Replace the top cap from disassembly stage (1a) onto wall mount with the 2x M5 x 20 Countersunk Socket Head
screws. Finally clamp the top track assembly and wall mounts together with the M5 x10mm Domed screw from
disassembly stage (6a).

d. Firmly push-fit the Clear Door Stop into locating slot on the side panel track where it meets the tray.

This stage describes Fitting and Adjusting the Door.

a. Before fitting the door fit the Horizontal Door Seal to the bottom edge of the door between the door guides.
The soft fin on the horizontal seal is to face outwards.

b. Carefully lift the door glass into the enclosure and offer the roller assembly into the top track at an angle, then lower
the bottom of door towards the tray.

C. Rotate the door guides 1/4 turn anticlockwise from the vertical position to fit under the tray guide rail and back to
vertical to engage in the tray guide rail.

d. The door guides can be adjusted to change the distance between the door panel and fixed panel, dis-engage both
guides from the tray guide rail to adjust. Rotate the guide anticlockwise to move the door closer to the fixed glass panels.
Rotate clockwise to move the door away from the glass panels.

Test how the door slides along the track. The movement of the door will be arrested by either damper in the top track.
Adjust the combination of the door guides and rollers to ensure a smooth running door (See Note* above & instructions
below).

€. Adjust the door panel if required so that it runs parallel to the door opening by adjusting the roller blocks on the inside
of the door. To adjust the door away from the top track rotate the central set screw el clockwise using the 3mm allen key
supplied. To adjust the door closer to the top track, rotate the central set screw el anticlockwise.

The door glass can be raised or lowered by the adjustment screw e2 in the top of the roller block using the 2.5mm allen
key supplied. Rotate clockwise to lower the door, rotate anticlockwise to raise the door.

f. Lock off the roller block assembly with the set screw in the underside of the roller block using the 2.5mm allen key.
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This stage describes adjusting the Fixed Panel Vertical seals and final Silicone Sealing of the unit.

a. Fit the Standard Vertical Seal to the back edge of Door - fit from the bottom of the door upwards ensuring the
flexible seal minimally clears the top edge of the tray. The Fixed Panel Vertical Seals have an adjustable soft fin. The fin
can be pulled out of the rigid carrier to accommodate variations in the clearance gap between the door and the fixed
panels. Adjust the fin as close as possible to the door panel. When adjusted check that the door runs smoothly between
open and closed positions.

b. Fit the correct handed, Corner Cap from the Side Panel Kit of Parts to the Side Panel corner - this should ‘Click’ into
place in the corner.

C. Push-fit the Corner Door Seal onto the closing edge of the Door - this Seal can be adjusted off the edge of the Door
to increase the flexible fin's sealing edge against the Side Panel if required.

d. Apply a thin bead of silicon sealant along the joint between the side panel wall mount & tray bracket where it meets
the tray.

€. Apply a thin bead of silicon sealant along the joint between the fixed panel, wall mount & tray bracket where it meets
the tray. Apply a thin bead of silicon sealant in the corners between the wall mount, fixed panel glass and the

tray. Apply to both the inside and outside corners, there is a small recess in the wall mount and tray feature on both
sides of the glass panel to accommodate the sealant.

f. Fix each individual Wall Mount Covers to the respective wall mounts.
Finally fit the silver Side Panel Wall Mount Top Cap from the Kit of Parts on to the Side Panel Wall Mount.

Matki Glass Guard Easy Clean Surface Protection and General Cleaning Guide

Cleaning Instructions

Matki Glass Guard allows water to form minute beads which easily trickle off the surface of the glass. This makes the glass easier to
clean - the glass does not need to be cleaned as frequently, but it does require occasional maintenance. As less
cleaning is required the use of detergents can be minimised thus helping to protect the environment. The lifespan of
the Matki Glass Guard is dependant on the frequency of use of the shower and the degree of water hardness.

The combination of alkaline materials and humidity affects glass in an extremely aggressive way. Do not use bleach, alkaline,
acid-based or aggressive and abrasive glass cleaners, detergents or household cleaning products on the glass or frames.

We recommend that glass is washed down with clean water and a soft clean cloth or sponge and dried off with a microfibre cloth.

The special coating is only present on the inside of the glass.

Matki Glass Guard is guaranteed for 2 years provided that the guidelines and cleaning instructions are followed.

Aluminium and Chrome parts should be cleaned with a mild non scratch household cleaner and a soft cloth or sponge.

Do not use acidic-based de-scaler products or products which are unsuitable for cleaning enamelled surfaces, including abrasive
cleaners or cleaners containing bleach or solvents, as the products will effect the anodised framework. Under no circumstances use
cleaners with a pH level exceeding 8.

Matki does not recommend the use of 'Leave-on' shower cleaners on Matki Glass Guard Products.

Water Softeners and Glass Guard - Certain types of water softeners increase the alkalinity of the water due to a carry-over of
Chloride during re-generation which can cause aggressive water spots on both untreated and Glass Guarded glass. If using a water

softener we recommend a two-cylinder machine with automatic re-generation instead of a timer.

If a single-cylinder water softener with timer is already installed it is recommended that after each shower excess water is removed
from the glass with a squeegee or with a micro-fibre cloth.

Wash down with clean warm water Do not use bleach, alkaline or acid-based,

and a soft clean cloth or sponge. aggressive or abrasive cleaning products.
Flash Bathroom Spray or Cif Bathroom Spray can be used on Matki Products.
